Why Must We Wait For FROST77
1) Frost is basically frozen dew that has crystallized on the grass, making it
hard and brittle. A grass blade is actually 90 percent water, thereforeit also

freezes.

2) Walking on frost-covered greens causes the plant to break and cell walls to
rupture, thereby losing its ability to function normally.
3) When damaged, the putting surface weakens and becomes more susceptible

to disease and weeds.

4) One foursome can leave several hundred foot-prints on each green, causing

extensive damage.

5) A short delay while the frost melts can preserve the quality of the greens

and prevent needless repairs.
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
